Course Description: UNIV 100 has been designed to help you maximize your success in college by addressing a variety of issues that often lead to failure or withdrawal as well as providing you with information and strategies to enhance your academic success. 
The course has two parts:

1. Cajun Connection: August 16th 

2. First-Year Seminar: August 20 (New Student Convocation) – November 29. 

Cajun Connection

Cajun Connection is a required component of UNIV 100. If you did not attend Cajun Connection on August 16th, you must complete the online version of Cajun Connection on Moodle. In order to enroll in the online version of Cajun Connection, you must have prior approval from the Office of the First-Year Experience. The course is broken up into small sections, so you don’t have to complete all of the activities at one time. However, you must have completed all sections of the online Cajun Connection by August 31, 2018 by noon.

1. Think critically and develop solutions to issues presented in class through formulating appropriate questions, investigating various options, and evaluating these options for relevance and preference.

2. Express personal reflections and opinions through both written and oral media.

3. Investigate answers to questions posed in class by learning to locate information and critically assessing the relevance and value of the information.

COURSE POLICIES

Attendance Policy: Attendance in class is very important and is mandatory. (100 pts) Any class missed unexcused 10 pts will be deducted from the 100 points. Any absences that are to be excused must be accompanied by official documentation to be considered. Simply showing up for class does not guarantee that you will be counted as present. If you are distracted or distracting others, you will be counted as absent from class. Unauthorized use of technology will result in being counted absent. Likewise, if you show up late or leave early without permission, you will be counted as absent.

Student Interaction Expectations: Students will respect each other and the instructor. Students will be expected to engage in group work during some classes. Students are also expected to participate in class discussions and treat the instructor and classmates with respect. Repeated failure to show respect can lead to dismissal from the course. If you are found using technology at any other time, or if you are found using it to work on something other than a class assignment, you will be recorded as absent that day. You should plan on taking notes the old fashioned way, by hand. Your cell phone should be kept in your book bag, purse, or pocket. Do not keep it on the desk or table.

House of Cards Design Plan – Due in class. 
WOW Brainstorm – Class will be assigned to groups. Each group will brainstorm at least two designs for WOW. Present all thoughts and ideas that were discussed. Include pros and cons for each design idea. 
Resource hunt presentation -– Each group will present on one area from the hunt. In class groups will research and present 8 things about that resource that would be helpful for the class to know. 
Sketch out the WOW design – groups will decide on one design for their proposal. The group will turn in a sketch that is either hand drawn or computer generated to illustrate how the water shoes will work. Spend time on this assignment. It is worth 50 pts. 
Why are you here?- Write a reflection using the Simon Sinek What is your Why video.
Reflection papers – of each field trip. Students missing a field trip will get a zero for that reflection paper (no exceptions)

List of WOW materials – List all items purchased and donated. Make sure to include recycled materials for bonus points. 

Research on Co-Op and Internships – Find one Co-Op and one internship you may be interested in. Type in an online form describing it and making sure to answer the following questions:  Where is it located? What is the pay? What does the company provide besides pay? How long (semesters) is it? What are the pros/cons of each position. Would the co-op and internships that interest you help you directly with your major? Turn in hard copy in class. 
What is your story? – This is an essay that will be written in class. No prep is needed beforehand. 
Instructor/Professional interview – Interview an instructor or someone that currently practices your major. Answer questions on form provided by Dana Bekurs. Name of the person you will interview is due in class. Must use a library article during the process.
