· Give an example of how you might apply the concept(s) to your future career, personal experiences, or other real-world situation. Personalization is KEY. 
· Generic examples or those directly from the text or class will not be accepted.

· Writing is clear and well organized (no clichés or difficult to follow sentences).

🌶️ 🌶️ Medium (20 points each):  Minimum 6 hours of focused effort (4 for artifact + 2 for glossary). 
Choose ONE of the following per chapter.  
· Create an infographic or graphical organizer applying material from the chapter to something that interests you (future career, personal experiences, real-world problems). 
· Must have a clear personal or real-world audience and application. 
· Apply/explain how the material can be used or applied to a specific career, situation, or challenge.
· Graphics with only terms and definitions without application (e.g., copying from textbook) will not be accepted.

🌶️ 🌶️ 🌶️ Spicy (30 points each):  minimum 8 hours of focused effort (6 for artifact + 2 for glossary)
Choose ONE of the following
· Look up 2 or more of the articles cited by the text and read them. First, write a summary of the articles explaining how they are used in the text. Second, provide an assessment of the how the research was portrayed or represented in the text. Conclude with an explanation of how this topic relates to something that interests you and how you might apply what you have learned to your future career, personal experiences, or real-world problems. Note: all research cited in the text is included in an index at the back of the book. 
· Find an article, video, or podcast on a topic covered in the chapter and look up the original research. Write up a summary of the original article(s) and your assessment of whether it came from a reputable source or not. Next, provide an assessment of the accuracy of the reporting-- how the research was portrayed or represented in the article, video, or podcast. Conclude with an explanation of how you might apply what you have learned about this topic to your future career, personal experiences, or real-world problems.
· Use the tools of your field to create a model or analyze something from the chapter. For example, you could:
· Create a computer program that models the functions of a neuron.
· Create a 3-D rendering or model of a brain and illustrate the functions of each region.
· Create a data visualization of the sleep patterns of high school versus college students.
· Use your econ skills to do a cost-benefit analysis of a specific health intervention. 
· Write a creative writing piece (5-10 pages) exploring the stages of development.
· Write a poem or a series of haikus (5-10 pages including white space) 
· Write and perform/record a skit (5-10 min), demonstrating how memory can be flawed.  
· You may propose an alternative idea, but it must be approved by me first. 
· Criteria:
