[bookmark: _GoBack]Psychology Course on Judgment and Decision Making
Blog Post Assignment*

Write a blog post where you apply course concepts to important judgments and decisions that a specific group of people routinely makes, and offer evidence-based advice on how to improve those judgments and decisions. These decision-makers, and hence your audience, might be undergraduates, administrators or faculty, coaches, parents, or any other group whose judgments and decisions you are very familiar with.

You will need to provide short descriptions of the specific judgments and decisions the group makes and, for each, define and then discuss the relevance of at least one course concept or research finding. In other words, you should be answering the question: How does the concept or finding help explain the particular judgment or decision that these individuals sometimes make? At the end of the post, you will use your knowledge from the course to offer advice for decision-makers and/or choice architects with the aim of promoting better decisions.

Altogether, your blog post should include between 6 and 8 course concepts or studies, and be about 4-5 double spaced pages (12 point Times New Roman font, 1-inch margins).

Other details for the assignment: 
· Write a clever title to catch readers’ attention.
· Make sure to include citations to the course books when you define concepts or describe studies.
· Make your blog post visually appealing by including two original pictures in your blog post. These might be photos you take, hand-drawings, or other artwork that you create. (Please do not copy images from the Internet; make your images original!)
· Type your blog post in a Word document, and insert the pictures into the relevant location in the text. Save your file as either a Word document or PDF.
